The defining moment

World Environment Day which is held annually on June 5th has been the defining
moment for the "Green Cultural Routes".

World Environment Day was established in 1972 on the occasion of the United
Nations Conference on the Human Environment (5-16 June).

Since 1974 World Environment Day has been celebrated annually, hosted every year
by a different city focusing each time on a different theme.

In 2012, when Green Cultural Routes were instituted, the theme of WED was
"Green Economy: Does it include you?" That year the leaders of the world
assembled in Rio de Janeiro for the United Nations Conference on Sustainable
Development, twenty years after the historic Earth Summit that took place in
1992, a period that is marked by global action for the promotion of the three
pillars of sustainability —society, economy and environment.

Green Cultural Routes were implemented as a pilot project in 2012 (5th-10th of
June) in three prefectures (Attica, Rethymno and Lesbos). They included walks,
theme-specific guided tours, educational programmes —aimed at school community
and families—, lectures and presentations. The project was coordinated by the

local services of the Hellenic Ministry of Culture and Sports, which were invited to
establish local collaborative networks with various institutes.

In the aftermath of the successful completion of the first year's actions, the campaign
went on in 2013 in twelve prefectures, whereas in 2014, institutes from twenty-nine
prefectures participated; their number rose in 2015 to thirty-one, in 2016 to 36,

in 2017 to 37 prefectures, whereas in 2018, 170 organizations from 40 prefectures
joined the campaign. An estimated 20.000 people joined our routes in 2018.
